Changes to health benefits mandated by the Federal Health Care Reform Act, also known
as the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act will take place in January 2011 and in the
plan years after 2012.

The significant change impacting employers is the potential addition of Adult Dependents
(up to age 26) to medical plans. New laws mandate that employees have the option to add
their dependents to employer medical plans until they reach age 26; the coverage
terminates at the end of the month of their 26" Birthday. The option to extend enrollment of
adult dependent to dental and vision is at the District’s option.

If the District chooses to extend Adult Dependent Coverage to Vision and Dental plans this
will become effective January 1, 2011 and employees will be notified upon board approval.

Extending the Adult Dependent Coverage to Vision and Dental Plans will allow the District
to apply the same eligibility and enroliment rules and tracking of COBRA for all of the plans
(health, dental and vision). The District currently pays 100% of all full-time employee and
dependent monthly premiums for the dental and vision plans.

Based on the current employee enrollment in the health, dental and vision plans and
evaluating the possibility of increased enroliment due to the Adult Dependent Coverage
Mandate, it appears that extending the offer of Adult Dependent Coverage to dental and
vision will not have a financial impact to the District. This occurs because all eligible Adult
Dependents are already covered under family coverage.

Based on our current employee demographics, those employees that have removed
dependents due to age limitation are currently at the Employee +2 level and if they add the
dependent back to the plans, the rates will not increase or change.

At this time staff is recommending to extend the Adult Dependent Coverage to the dental
and vision plans.

INCREASE THE FLEXIBLE BENEFITS SPENDING PLAN ACCOUNT MAXIMUM TO
$4,000 FOR PLAN YEAR 2012

The new Plan year for the Flexible Benefits Spending Account will go into effect as of
January 1, 2011, staff is recommending an increase to the amount of the Health
Reimbursement Account from $3,000 to $4,000. This Plan was implemented in 1999, and
of the 26 employees eligible to participate, 21 are currently participating in the Plan. To
increase the Health Reimbursement Amount, the District is required to adopt a Resolution
amending the Plan.

Increasing the Health Reimbursement amount slightly increases the risk to the District.
The risk occurs when participants request reimbursement from the Health
Reimbursement Account when expenses are incurred; if the employee leaves before
the year-end and the employee has been reimbursed for an amount exceeding the
balance in their account; the remaining liability falls to the District. The employer can

request the employee to reimburse the District for the amount owed however; IRS
Guidelines dictate that there is no other recourse for the employer. The District has
experienced two of these situations in the past but staff believes that the risk of
increasing the Health Reimbursement amount to $4,000 is small.

Effective January 2011, there will be changes regarding the reimbursement for over-the-
counter medications. Effective January 2013, the Flexible Benefits Spending Plan
Maximum will be $2,500, at which time the District will have to reduce the amount of our
Program.

The annual cost to the District to administer the Plan is approximately $2000 and there is no
additional cost by increasing the amount of the Health Reimbursement Account.

At this time staff is recommending the Board consider the following:

o Extend Adult Dependent Coverage to include Dental and Vision Plan Benefits to be
effective January 1, 2011; and
. Adopt the attached Resolution increasing the Flexible Benefits Spending Plan

Account Maximum to $4,000 for Plan Year 2012 and direct staff to initiate the
process for implementation.

3. Staff shall act as soon as possible to notify employees of the District of the
Plan Amendment. This will be accomplished by delivering to each participant a copy of
the Summary Plan Description with all of the changes to the Plan adopted herein.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the General Manager is authorized and
directed to take any and all action as may be necessary to effectuate this Resolution.

SUMMARY

The District currently obtains a majority of its health benefits from the Association of
California Water Agencies (ACWA) Health Benefits Authority (HBA). The Health Benefits
Authority is a public agency that was formed in 1955 as a vehicle to provide health
insurance coverage to ACWA members. The ACWA HBA is responsible for the
administration of the employee benefit plans currently available to public agency members;
health dental, vision, life, employee assistance and disability program.

Currently, the District purchases its health, vision and employee assistance program
benefits from ACWA HBA.

The District received information from ACWA Health Benefits Authority regarding the
following:

e The Employee Assistant Program with Anthem Blue Cross has been renewed with
no changes to premiums for one year effective January 1, 2011

e The Vision benefits with Vision Service Plan has been renewed with no changes to
premiums for one year, effective January 1, 2011

e Health benefit rates are increasing based on the following plans:
o PPO Plans = 12%
o0 HMO- California Care = 19%
o Kaiser —8.8%

Dental — Staff is currently coordinating with the District’s broker WSP Benefits. Bids are
currently being received for the District’'s dental benefits through Fort Dear Born Life.

REPORT

The five attached figures show the recent trend of water consumption in Orange County, an
estimate of Tier 2 volume for MWDOC, and selected water supply information.

Fig. 1 OC Water Usage, Monthly by Source September 2010 water usage was
below the projection that was accumulated from the water agencies that included the
assumption of MET water Allocations being in effect.

Fig. 2 OC Water Usage, Monthly, Comparison to Previous Years Water usage in
Sept. 2010 was lower than in the last four Septembers. This is likely due to weather,
higher water rates, water use efficiency programs, and the economic recession.

Fig. 3 Historical OC Water Consumption OC water consumption has been in a
generally declining trend since peaking in FY1999-00 (a dry year) even though
population has increased about 1% per year in the past decade. The decreasing
water usage can be credited mostly to water use efficiency (conservation) efforts.

Fig. 4 MWDOC “Firm” Water Purchases, 2010 “Firm” water above the Tier 1 limit
will be charged at the higher Tier 2 rate. ~ Our current projection of Tier 2 volume is
zero. This projection is subject to the variability of demands and the variability in the
usage of local supplies versus imported water.

Fig. 5 Water Supply Information Includes data on: Rainfall in OC; the OCWD
Basin overdraft; Northern Calif. and Colorado R. Basin precipitation data; the State
