SUBJECT: Mission Resource Conservation District (MRCD)

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the Board of Directors authorize the General Manager to increase the
existing contract with Mission Resource Conservation District (MRCD) by $430,000 to
continue providing installation verification inspections, landscape surveys and
participant education to commercial and residential SmarTimer and Sprinkler Nozzle
Rebate Program participants through December 2012 with funding from grants and
NRCS Appropriations.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY

The Smart Timer Rebate Program began in the fall of 2004. Since the Program’s inception,
over 4,800 residential and commercial smart timers have been installed saving an
estimated 1,700 acre-feet per year. In the spring of 2007, MWDOC began incentivizing the
installation of low precipitation rate rotating sprinkler nozzles. To date more than 71,400
rotating nozzles have been installed with projected savings over 540 acre-feet per year.

Funding for both the Smart Timer and Rotating Nozzle Rebate Programs have come from a
variety of grant sources, including the State Water Resources Control Board, Natural
Resources Conservation Service, Department of Water Resources, Bureau of Reclamation,

Fiscal Impact (explain if unbudgeted): 100% of funding is budgeted within grants awarded
to MWDOC.
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Metropolitan Water District of Southern California, MWDOC's Client Agencies, and
MWDOC. Several of the Grant funding agreements include a requirement to perform
installation verification inspections on 100% of the landscape devices installed. To comply
with this requirement, MWDOC partnered with the Mission Resource Conservation District
(Mission RCD) to perform these field services.

Mission RCD’s expertise is centered on soil and water conservation practices for both the
urban and agricultural property owner. Specifically for MWDOC, Mission RCD provides
landscape water conservation survey expertise at sites where a smart timer or rotating
nozzles have been installed. Included in the landscape survey for each property owner is
the following:

o Verify the device listed on the rebate application has been installed and programmed
properly,

e Complete irrigated area measurements - for commercial sites with a dedicated
landscape meter, the area measurement is used to enroll the site in the Landscape
Performance Certification Program,

¢ Conduct a catch-can test to measure irrigation system distribution uniformity (DU) in
turf areas,

e Through the use of repair flags, a landscape system evaluation is performed to
identify needed repairs and adjustments in the irrigation system,

e Promote California Friendly irrigation management training classes,

¢ Educate the owner about their landscape and irrigation system,

e Provide general landscape water conservation education and provide leave-behind
promotional materials for other complimentary programs , and

e Database the results and report back to MWDOC all information collected during site
visits.

MWDOC currently has an agreement with Mission RCD with a term ending December 31,
2012 and a value of $350,000. Staff estimates the funding in this agreement will be fully
utilized with the February 2010 invoice. The agreement’s term coincides with the term of
MWDOC'’s grant from the State Water Resources Control Board agreement for the South
Orange County Integrated Regional Water Management Plan (SOCIRWMP) Smart Timer
Rebate Program. At this time Staff requests Board Authorization to increase the agreement
amount by an additional $430,000 to continue implementation of installation verification
inspections and landscape surveys through December 2012. The source of funding is via
five different sources as detailed below.

DETAILED REPORT

The Mission RCD is a non-profit special district headquartered in the community of
Fallbrook, in northern San Diego County. MRCD provides a wide range of assistance to local
urban and agricultural landowners including:

e Landscape Irrigation Management
« Landscape Management Surveys
e Agriculture Irrigation Management
e Low Cost Water & Soil Testing

e CIMIS Use
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e Cover Crops

e Invasive Plant Control

« Wildlife Habitat Management
e Water Quality Monitoring

e Education Outreach

« Pond Management

« Xeriscape Education

MWDOC has been very pleased with the service and level of professionalism the MRCD
has brought to the SmarTimer and Sprinkler Nozzle Rebate Programs. As a non-profit
organization, MRCD has been a very economical solution to our installation verification and
landscape survey needs. The MRCD fee structure is detailed in Table 1.

By contrast Water Wise Consulting who is currently under contract with MWDOC to provide
indoor and outdoor surveys for the Hotel Water Use Reduction Program has indicated their
hourly rate to conduct landscape surveys ranges from $75 to $125 per hour (depending on
the size of the property). And ConserVision, the contractor managing the Landscape
Performance Certification Program, charges MWDOC a rate of $75 per hour for a
commercial landscape surveys. Both of these consultants are private firms, while Mission
RCD is a non-profit special district.

Table 2, details the expected installation verification activity throughout the end of the term
of the MWDOC/Mission RCD agreement. The number of devices shown is a projection
based on historic installation activity.
