Orange County’s Water Supply

Drip Irrigation
Installation

Drip tubing is usually laid out in a row or grid system.

This ensures that water is applied evenly and encourages
strong root growth. If your plants are spaced far apart, connect
sections of emitter tubing with blank tubing. This way, the drip
system will apply water only where it is needed.
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Flush Valve PR
A flush valve is an optional but highly
recommended addition to any drip
system. The flush valve allows you to
easily flush debris from the dripline.
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Pop-up Indicator

A pop-up indicator is another optional
addition to a drip system. The pop-up
indicator shows you whether the system
is pressurized and running without any
issues.

Trees and Shrubs

For trees and large shrubs that need more water, lay drip tubing in circles.
Start at the base and expand outward to the edge of the canopy. This
ensures that the entire root system receives water rather than just the area
close to the trunk. As the tree grows, you may need to remove the inner
rings to prevent choking the tree trunk.
